from a Nikola Tesla scientific manuscript, signed in full, and containing one of the most audacious weapons

concepts ever committed to paper. This is the concluding page of Tesla's working draft for "The Problem of
Increasing Human Energy," his landmark treatise published in Century Magazine in June 1900. Tesla
autograph letters are exceptionally rare; a working manuscript page in his hand from a major scientific
publication is, to the best of current knowledge, unique.The passage Tesla wrote out on this page describes,
in precise engineering terms, a remotely operated vessel weaponized to harness the destructive force of
ocean swells against an enemy fleet. The concept was not metaphorical: Tesla calculated that wave action
could drive a submerged vessel downward from a height of seventy-five feet in something approximating
free fall, generating an impact force of sixty thousand tons against the hull of a warship. That force, he wrote,
was eight times the record broadside of any battleship then afloat. The vessel, once committed, would sink
beneath the surface never to rise. The weapon was to be guided entirely by remote wireless control: no crew,
no pilot, no human presence aboard. It was, in the clearest possible terms, the world's first conceived
remotely operated weapon of mass naval destruction, designed more than a century before such systems
became reality. The manuscript reads in part:"...will be over one hundred feet. Diagram fig 7 shows the
successive positions of the vessel in the swell. The first impact of the water will produce pressures of three
tons per square foot, which acting over the exposed surface of, say, twenty thousand square feet may
amount to sixty thousand tons, eight times the force of the record of the broadside. That first impact may in
itself be fatal. During more than ten seconds the vessel will be entirely submerged and finally dropped into
the hollow from a height of about seventy-five feet, the descent being effected more or less like a free fall. It
will then sink far below the surface never to rise."Tesla signed the page in full, "Nikola Tesla," directly below
the final sentence, as though formally sealing the argument. The Century Magazine article from which this
page derives was itself a sensation: commissioned by editor Robert Underwood Johnson as an accessible
piece on wireless communication, it grew in Tesla's hands into the most sweeping public statement of his
scientific vision ever published. Nature responded favorably; France immediately translated it. The
teleautomatics sections describing remote weapons systems were the passages most alarming to military
readers and most prophetic to posterity. This manuscript page is where those ideas reached their written
endpoint. The accompanying original period photograph, a large-format silver gelatin print depicting an
elderly Tesla standing in a corridor, hat and cane in hand, bears a pencilled annotation "16x20 left," while the
manuscript page itself is annotated "16x20 right" in the same hand, confirming the two were archived and
catalogued together as a matched pair by a prior keeper of the material.

Meriwether” with a bold flourishing paraph. Benjamin Harrison (c. 1726—-1791) of Virginia — a member of the
Continental Congress, a signer of the Declaration of Independence, and Governor of Virginia from 1781 to
1784 — issued this document during his third and final term as governor, making it an official executive
document adjudicating a Revolutionary War bounty claim. Harrison’s signature is large, bold, and fully
characteristic.4. John Kean — Bank of the United States Draft Signed as Cashier, March 1794A Bank of the
United States draft on the Office of Discount and Deposit at Baltimore, dated March 1794, in the amount of
$625 (“Six hundred and twenty-five Dollars”), payable to the order of “John Carrere,” signed “John Kean,
Cashlie]r” in a bold, assured hand. The numbered check (“99”) is on the original printed Bank of the United
States blank, with the Baltimore office designation written in manuscript. John Kean (1756—-1795) served as
Cashier of the Bank of the United States from its founding in 1791 until his death in 1795; his death makes
documents bearing his cashier signature a finite and increasingly scarce category.5. Charles Carroll of
Carrollton (Signer) — Office of Discount and Deposit Check Signed, Baltimore, May 30, 1821A fine engraved
check, No. 135, Office of Discount and Deposit, Baltimore, dated May 30, 1821, in the amount of $412.10
(“Four hundred and twelve Dollars and Ten Cents”), payable to “l. Blackwood or Bearer.” Signed in a bold,
flourishing hand: “Ch. Carroll of C——" — the characteristic abbreviation of “of Carrollton” that Carroll
appended to all his signatures throughout his long life to distinguish himself from the numerous other
Charles Carrolls in his family. The check blank is of exceptional quality, with ornate Gothic-lettered heading
and decorative border. Carroll (1737-1832) was the last surviving signer of the Declaration of Independence,
a distinction that made his autograph among the most prized in America even during his lifetime.6. John
Dickinson (Signer) — Autograph Signature Clipped, Inlaid Beneath Engraved PortraitA small signature clip
signed “John Dickinson” in the Founder’s clear, deliberate hand, inlaid directly beneath the fine engraved
portrait of Dickinson — engraved by J.B. Forrest from a C.W. Peale portrait of 1770 — creating one of the
most visually striking portrait-plus-signature pairings in the set.

Nrereatingaiograptetter signed by James Buchanan, written from his Wheatland estate near Lancaster,

Pennsylvania, on 17 July 1851, to Thomas J. McCamant, Esquire, at the precise moment Buchanan was in
the thick of his third consecutive campaign for the Democratic presidential nomination. The letter is candid,
strategically crafted, and unmistakably Buchanan: courteous on the surface, calculating underneath.Writing
to McCamant, a Pennsylvania political contact, Buchanan explains that a planned visit to Pottsville has been
postponed. His niece, who was to accompany him on a trip through the Wyoming Valley, has left Wheatland
for Bedford Springs with a party from Philadelphia. The niece in question, almost certainly the future White
House hostess Harriet Lane, was Buchanan's ward and constant social companion throughout this period,
traveling with him as he quietly built support across Pennsylvania. Buchanan assures McCamant that
Pottsville remains on the itinerary and promises two or three days' advance notice of his arrival. He then turns
to the political heart of the letter: he has learned that a Mr. Hughes holds a favorable personal opinion of him,
and he warmly reciprocates, calling Hughes a man who "well deserves the high esteem in which he is held."
The catch follows immediately: Hughes is not his friend politically, supporting another candidate. Buchanan,
with characteristic self-possession, waves this aside as no diminishment of his personal regard. He will visit
Pottsville, he writes, "as a private citizen, without the least intention of making political capital" and will be
happy to receive Hughes's civilities along with McCamant's own.The protestation of political innocence is the
most revealing line in the letter. In July 1851, Buchanan was anything but a disinterested private citizen. He
had sought the Democratic nomination in 1844 and again in 1848; the 1852 convention in Baltimore would
be his third attempt, and he was the leading candidate from Pennsylvania with substantial Southern support.
The tour through the Wyoming Valley and Pottsville was plainly a fence-mending exercise in his home state.
His care to frame it as a social call rather than political canvassing is the practiced language of a man who
had spent four decades in American public life. The letter is signed in full, "James Buchanan," with the

As Lawford's home throughout the 1950s and 60s, 625 Ocean Front sat at the
heart of the Rat Pack and Kennedy circle, and Marilyn Monroe — intimately connected to both — spent time
at the house. The property was previously owned by the Mayor of Santa Monica before Lawford, and after his
tenure it would be rented by John Lennon and Paul McCartney, Lennon famously occupying it during his
"Lost Weekend" period with May Pang.The documents comprising this lot span 1954 to 1967 and include:
promotional materials and a price chart from Inertol Co., Inc. for RAMUC swimming pool enamel, with
handwritten annotations confirming the pool was painted by MGM and lasted seven years; a November 1965
letter from M. & K. Plumbing advising Lawford to drain his heavily chlorinated pool, with a handwritten note
confirming the work was carried out on December 6, 1965; a March 1961 landscape estimate from Rolla J.
Wilhite, A.l.L.A., addressed directly to Mr. and Mrs. Peter Lawford, totaling $1,764.25; an executed Beverly
Hills Realty Board House Lease dated January 23, 1967, naming Peter Lawford as Lessor and Albert Marre
and 55 Enterprises, Inc. as Lessees for a four-month term at $13,000; a covering letter from realtor Richard
Derr forwarding the lease to Bonnie Williams; and real estate correspondence and financial summaries
suggesting Lawford was exploring trading the property for two Los Angeles apartment buildings with a
combined asking price of $439,500.Together these papers offer an intimate, ground-level portrait of life at
one of Hollywood's most legendary addresses.Various sizes.

A Mittimus is also recorded, committing Fuller to the Constable of New Milford.Sherman
signs in three distinct places: named in the opening as “Roger Sherman Esqr Justice of the Peace,” signed at
the foot of the proceedings alongside justices Paul Welch and Bushnell Bostwick as “Roger Sherman,” and
certifying the document in his own hand as “A true Copy of Record, Test Roger Sherman Justice of Peace.”

William Ellery.”"The document captures a small but vivid drama of early American maritime
life: a sailor, John Wood, dies at sea aboard the sloop Louisa on a Jamaica-to-Charleston passage; his
effects are auctioned in Charleston; the proceeds flow through a Washington County probate court and a
Massachusetts mariner-agent back to Ellery’s Newport customs office. In 1805, Ellery was fifteen years into
his appointment as Customs Collector for the Port of Newport, named by President Washington in 1790 and
serving until his death at 92, the longest such tenure in early American history. Maritime estate administration
of exactly this kind fell squarely within his official duties. Verso — Autograph Manuscript: Biblical
Commentary on the Book of RevelationThe verso of the same sheet is filled with Ellery’s scholarly
annotations keyed to Bryce Johnston D.D.’s Commentaries on the Revelation of St. John, Vol. 2, 8vo,
Edinburgh, 1794.

A ripe
harvest signifies a civil government ripe for destruction.”A Harvard-trained classicist who excelled in Greek
and Latin, Ellery remained a voracious reader and theological scholar throughout his extraordinarily long life.
His direct engagement with the Greek text of Revelation, his fluency with prophetic symbolism, and his
willingness to map biblical prophecy onto political history, predicting the end of the papal empire with the
specific date of 1999, reveal a mind as active in its seventies as it had been in the Continental Congress. The
